RESUMEN
El articulo propone una articulacion de tres enfo-
ques: el abordaje de la regulacion, la teoria del
Estado neogramsciana, y el andlisis critico del
discurso, a los efectos de analizar los vinculos entre
la economiay la politica en el capitalismo contem-
poraneo con particular atencién al enraizamiento
culturaly social del mercado, del estadoy su discur-
siva, y las formas en las cuales éstos se articulan,
tanto discursivamente como extradiscursivamente.
Estos argumentos se desarrollan en relacién con
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la transformacion en progreso de la economia
fordista Atlantica. Se muestra cdémo muchas de
las categorias regulacionistas y neogramscianas
descansan en las presunciones, conceptos y prin-
cipios explicativos basados en el andlisis cultural.
A partir del andlisis del discurso critico se hace un
replanteo del futuro de la economia capitalista y
el estado nacional, de la gobernancia y de sus
enraizamientos culturales y sociales.
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ABSTRACT
The paper consider the articulation of three pers-
pectives: the regulation approach, the neo-Gra-
mscian political school, and the critical discourse
analysis, to study the links between the economic
and the political in contemporary capitalism,
particularly by examining the cultural and social
embeddedness of market and state and their dis-
cursive, and the ways in which they are articulated
both discursively and extra-discursively. These ar-
guments are illustrated substantively by references

to changes in the state form that has been centrally
associated with Atlantic Fordism. It is shown how
deeply regulationist and neo-Gramscian categories
rest on assumptions, concepts, and explanatory
principles rooted in cultural analysis. Taking into
account the critical discourse analysis, it is con-
sidered the future of the capitalist economy and
the national state, the governance, and its cultural
and social embeddedness.
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
