RESUMEN

Partiendo de la teoria evolucionista de la firma 'y
de los enfoques sobre la produccion conjunta de
innovaciones, en este trabajo se analiza la imple-
mentacion del Programa Sistemas Productivos
Locales destinado a promover la asociatividad pro-
ductiva. Es un ejemplo de micropolitica basada en
el aprendizaje tecnolégico y el desarrollo territorial.
Se presentan dos casos de grupos contextualiza-
dos en su entorno local, y se profundiza sobre los
factores endogenos y exdégenos que condicionan
el logro de los objetivos grupales. La construccion
de nuevas rutinas organizacionales y vinculos
interactivos que dan lugar a la innovacion, por un
lado, y el tamano de las localidades y la asistencia
del Estado, por el otro, aparecen como factores
impulsores de los emprendimientos asociativos.
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ABSTRACT

With the underlying logic of the evolutionary theory
of firms and approaches on collective innovation,
this article analyzes the Program Local Systems
of Production. This program is a “micro policy”
aimed to foster technological learning and ter-
ritorial development by the means of promoting
joint production by groups of firms within a sys-
temic institutional local environment. Two groups
of firms are presented as case studies taking into
consideration their local environment as well as
the endogenous and exogenous factors that limit
their ability to reach their collective goals. Both
the construction of new organizational routines
and interactive links that allow innovation, and the
community size and state assistance, emerge as
driving factors of associative work.
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
