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Resumen

El articulo analiza el clima de ideas dominante a través del deba-
te politico que se inicid en la Argentina a la caida del peronismo,
en setiembre de 1955, hasta la salida electoral de 1958.
Tratamos de explicar como, a pesar de la diversidad de
enfoques sobre el pasado y el presente, en los distintos e
incluso antagonicos discursos politicos existieron una serie
de ideas fuerza, que serian hegemonicas, en el sentido que al
término dio Raymond Williams (1380), ya que fueron comunes
y se ubicaron por encima de las diferentes formas en que los
actores concibieron la realidad politica.

Comienza con un relato de la circunstancia politica del go-
bierno de los «libertadores» que sirve de contexto al debate,
abordando seguidamente a través de la prensa y la literatura
politica el analisis de los distintos enfoques sobre los problemas
econdmicos, politicos y sociales del pais.

Los elementos comunes, valores y certezas generalizadas
en el discurso politico de la época, permiten detectar como
valores dominantes en ese clima de ideas el anti-imperialismo
y el estatismo.

Summary

The article analyses the ideological climate in which took place
the political debate in Argentina between the fall of President
Perdn in 1955 and the electoral process of 1958.

It attempts to show how, in spite of the contrasting concep-
tions about the past and the present in the different and even
antagonistic political discourses, acommon set of ideas may be
identified. This may be called <hegemonic in the sense that
Raymond Williams (1980) gave to the term, given the fact that
they were shared by many actors, and were placed above the
different ways in which they conceived political reality.

The article begins by describing the political circumstances of
the «libertadores» government, which serves as a background
for the debate. It subsequently studies through the political
press the various diagnoses of the ecanomic, political and
social problems of the nation that were made by the govern-
ments and the political parties.

The common believes, values and certitudes that appeared
in the political discourse of the time, allow as to signal out
anti-imperialism and statism as dominating values in the
ideological climate.
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
