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Summary

Populism is a specific way of construction and negotiation of
tensions that go through any political identity. Yrigoyenism
and Peronism, as Argentine political experiences, represented
an extension of political and social rights but, at the same
time, they supposed a wide range of problems to institutio-
nalise a pluralistic regime. Furthermore, the democratic pro-
cess initiated in 1983 supposed the hybridisation of liberal-
democratic features that persisted the falling of the populist
socio-palitical matrix in the 70s.
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
