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Resumen

A diferencia de otras regiones latinoamericanas en las que
las rebeliones, las sublevaciones y los motines constituye-
ron variantes de un proceso de larga duracién de insurgen-
cia, rebeldia y resistencia a |a autoridad, en la provincia de
Tucuman, durante la primera mitad del siglo XIX, no exis-
1en evidencias de coyunturas insurreccionales ni de violen-
cia colectiva contra el orden establecido. Sin embargo, ello
no implica gue no hayan existido actos de resistencia que
ponian en evidencia el malestar y los impulsos rebeldes de
as clases subalternas.

Se trata de transgresiones colidianas, que algunos autores
interpretan como epifendmenos de una «conflictividad sor-
dan gue, en contraposicidn a los ruidosos y esporadicos
motines, revueltas y sublevaciones, emanaba a través de
la criminalidad cotidiana.

En este marco, el objetivo de este trabajo es explorar las
manifestaciones cotidianas de rebeldia y de protesta, de-
velar cudles eran los disparadores de las mismas y contra
quién o quiénes iban dirigidas.

Summary

Different to other Latin-American regions, where rebellions,
insurrections and mutinies were variations of a long -lasting
process of rebelliousness and resistance 1o authority, in
the province of Tucuman, during the first half of the XIX
century, there is no evidence of insurrectionist episodes or
violence against the establishment. However, this doesn’t
mean that there were no actions of resistance which
showed the uneasiness and rebel impulses of the subordi-
nate classes.

We refer 1o those everyday transgressions, which some
authors interpret as epiphenomenons of a «deaf conflicts,
that in opposition 1o loud and sporadic mutinies, rebellions
and insurrections, emanated through daily eriminality,

In this context, the aim of this paper is to explore the every-
day manifestations of rebelliousness and protest, to show
which were their precipitating reasons and against whom
they were directed.
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
