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Resumen

En este articulo se examinan las diferencias que, durante la
etapa transcurrida entre fa revolucion de 1890 y el golpe de
estado de 1930, dividieron a clericales y liberales cordobe-
ses en diversos momentos. £l interés por tales fracturas o
clivajes se centra en su incidencia sabre alineamientas en
partidos y camarillas, o bien sobre alianzas y disputas entre
ellos. La hipbtesis es que las diferencias entre clericales y
liberales generaban conflictos politicos, pero diversos facto-
res mediatizaban su incidencia. La centralidad de diferentes
fracturas en la agenda piblica no era permanente, y era
variable su influencia sobre divisiones y elecciones partida-
rias. Si un clivaje ocupaba el centro de la escena, siempre
conflufa con otras causas en la definicién de tomas de par-
tido de agrupaciones y dirigentes. Asimimismo, la resolu-
cidn de conflictos winterpartidarios» originados en cuestio-
nes ideoldgicas también dependian de factores estrictamente
politicos, como la condicion de participes o excluidas del
poder, o bien la expectativa y posibilidad de ganar pasicio-
nes 0 consolidar liderazgos en el gobierno o la legislatura.

Summary

In this article, | examine the differences that, during the period
between the 1890 revolution and the coup & “érat of 1930,
divided clericals and liberals at different times. My interest
for such fractures or cleavages will be centered in its incidence
over the party alignments and coteries, or in the alliances
and disputes among them. My hypothesis is that the
differences between clericals and liberals generated political
conflicts, but diverse factors mediated their incidence. The
centrality of different fractures in the public agenda wasn't
permanent, and their influence on party divisions and elections
was variable. I a cleavage occupied the center of the scene,
it always converged with other causes in the definition of
alignments of political groups and leaders. At the same time,
the resolution of inter-party conflicts originated in ideological
issues also depended on strictly political factors, such as the
condition of being included or excluded from the exercise of
pawer, or the expectation and possibility of wining power
pasitians or consolidate leaderships in the gavernment or in
the legistature.
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
