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Resumen

El presente trabajo analiza el impacto de la Ley
Séenz Pefa en la dindmica politica de la provincia
de Mendoza entre 1912 y 1918. En particular, se
exploran las estrategias y practicas politicas que
pusieron en juego los distintos partidos, las formas
que adopt6 la lucha electoral y su impacto en la
geografia del voto. El trabajo restituye la experien-
cia de construccion de poder del radicalismo y su
proceso organizativo. Con ello se busca discutir
una imagen consagrada por la historiografia que
pone el acento en el liderazgo carismatico de José
Néstor Lencinas como fuente casi exclusiva de
su poder. Asimismo, el articulo da cuenta de las
rivalidades y fragmentaciones de la galaxia con-
servadora, de la gravitacion de estos conflictos en
la pérdida de competitividad electoral y la conse-
cuente extension y consolidacién de sus adversa-
rios en toda la geografia provincial.
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Summary

In this paper we analyze the impact of the re-
form introduced by the Saenz Pefia Law in the
political dynamics of Mendoza province, be-
tween 1912 and 1918. Our work particularly
explores the strategies and political practices
produced by the different political parties, the
modes adopted by the electoral struggle and its
impact in the voting geography. This work resti-
tutes experience of building power of radicalism
and its organizing process. Having into account
all the preceding facts the paper seeks to dis-
cuss an image consecrated by historiography
that stresses the charismatic leadership of José
Nestor Lencinas as almost the exclusive source
of his power. Likewise the article reports the
rivalries and fragmentation of the conservative
galaxy, and how these conflicts gravitated in the
loss of electoral competitiveness and consequent
extension and consolidation of their opponents
throughout the provincial geography.
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
