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Resumen

El articulo revisa un conjunto de investigaciones
sobre el Congreso Nacional argentino y sus in-
tegrantes, identificando perspectivas que inci-
dieron en la agenda académica y areas de va-
cancia. Se abordan los trabajos realizados por la
ciencia politica, interesada en el funcionamiento
institucional del Congreso y en las carreras po-
liticas de los legisladores. Luego se describen
las investigaciones provenientes de la sociologia
politica, focalizada en las variables sociales que
inciden en el acceso de los legisladores al poder.
Se sefialan contrastes entre ambas perspectivas,
argumentando que es posible establecer conver-
gencias en términos de los referentes empiricos
estudiados; obteniendo un cuadro mas completo
sobre las caracteristicas de los legisladores na-
cionales y su reclutamiento. Teniendo en cuenta
trabajos realizados en otros paises, desde la an-
tropologia politica y/o con métodos etnogréficos,
se propone una agenda de investigacion que
permitiria tener una vision mas amplia sobre el
rol de los legisladores y del Congreso como insti-
tucion representativa.
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Abstract

The aim of the article is to analyse the research-
es which have the National Congress and their
members in Argentina as an object of study, iden-
tifying perspectives and lines of research that
have influenced the academic national agenda,
and indicating vacancy areas. The article consid-
ers the researches coming from political science,
interested in the institutional functioning of Con-
gress as well as in legislators’ political careers.
Then, the article studies researches from the po-
litical sociology field, focused in the social vari-
ables that influence in the access of the legisla-
tors to power. There are contrasts among both
perspectives, but it is argued that it is possible
to establish empirical convergences; obtaining
a more complete picture on national legislators
and their recruitment. Taking into account re-
searches in other countries, in the field of politi-
cal anthropology, the article proposes a research
agenda, with the aim of obtaining a wider vision
on the role of legislators and Congress as a rep-
resentative institution.
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
