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RESUMEN: Los autores presentan un caso de Cyclosporosis en un hombre de 67 afos, diabético compensado, luego de una
estadia de 15 dias en Torres ( Brasil ). Durante la misma, a los tres dias comienza con diarrea acuosa que $e mantiene a su
regreso, con menor frecuencia y de consistencia pastosa. A la consulta refiere haber ingerido ensaladas crudas. En una muestra
espontanea se observan ooquistes de Cyclospora cayetanensis al examen en fresco, con microscopio de inmunofiuorescencia y
luego de colorear con tincidnes acido resistentes de Ziehl Neelsen, Kinyoun, y Safranina.

SUMMARY: Cyclospora cayetanensis: an emerging, spreading protozoan Sarsotti, Pedro; Hernandez, Amella; Pawluk, Diana;
Gutiérrez, César; Gareia, Guillermo; Ponzoni, Carina Seba. The authors report on a Cyclosporosis case detected in a 67- year-
old , diabetic man, after a 15-day staying in Torres, Brasil. Three days after his arrival, he presented watery stools. These episodes
continued after he was back, although stools were less frequent and more consistent. He reports to have ingested raw vegetables.
Cyclospora cayetanensis oocysts were shown after a spontaneous sample stained with Ziehl Neelsen underwent “in fresh”
examination under an immunofluorescence microscope.
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
