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RESUMEN
Sereportan dos especies de aves nuevas para la provincia de Santa Fe (Argentina),
Turdus chiguanco (Aves: Turdidae) y Catamenia analis (Aves: Thraupidae), a partir
de machos adultos colectadas en la localidad de Carcaraia en julio y octubre de
1897 respectivamente. Los especimenes estan depositados en el Museo de la
Universidad del Estado de Nebraska. Al tratarse de registros histéricos y no cono-
cerse evidencias actuales sugiere que serian individuos accidentales, no obstan-
te, se hipotetiza en base a la fenologia de las especies y ubicacién geografica del
registro, el uso del rio Carcarania como corredor bioldgico facilitando el descenso

y dispersion hacia las llanuras en invierno de especies de aves serranas.
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ABSTRACT
Two new bird species in the Province of Santa Fe (Argentina), Turdus chiguanco
(Birds: Turdidae) and Catamenia analis (Birds: Thraupidae), collected in Carcarana
City in July and October 1897, respectively are reported. The specimens —adult
males— are deposited in the University of Nebraska State Museum (UNSM). His-
torical records suggest that the presence of these individuals might be accidental,
considering also that no current evidence is known. However, based on species
phenology and the geographical location of the records, it has been hypothe-
sized that the Carcaraia River has been used by highland birds as a biological

corridor for altitudinal shifts and spreading towards the plains in winter.
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
