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Resumen

La legislacién en materia electoral tiene notable
importancia dado que es quien establece las “re-
glas de juego” que rigen entre los diversos acto-
res politicos. Son las normas electorales las que
definen, estimulan y configuran determinadas
relaciones de poder, favorecen ciertos procesos
y/o comportamientos politicos por parte de los
ciudadanos, pero principalmente, de los partidos
politicos, que compiten por ganar elecciones y
alcanzar o mantenerse en el poder. Dada la rele-
vancia del tema, se entiende que haya sido uno
de los aspectos contemplados por reforma cons-
titucional de 1994. El presente trabajo se propo-
ne indagar sobre las modificaciones producidas
en el Sistema Electoral y su impacto en el sis-
tema politico argentino tomando como punto de
inflexion los cambios producidos con la reforma
constitucional de 1994. Para ello, se presentara
un breve andlisis dichos cambios y luego se con-
sideraran las reformas legales, principalmente,
con la sancién de Ley 26571 de “Democratiza-
cién de la Representacion Politica, la Transparen-
cia y la Equidad Electoral” en 2009, y como se ha
maodificado el escenario electoral y politico en los
(ltimos veinte afos.
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Summary

Legislation on electoral subject is of fine impor-
tance since it lays down the “rules of the game”
prevailing among many political figures. Electoral
rules are the ones that define, encourage and
organize power relationships, favor certain pro-
cesses and /or politic behavior by some of the
citizens, but mainly by political parties, which
compete to win elections and reach or stay in
power. Given the topic relevance, it is understood
that this was one of the aspects considered in
the Constitutional Reform of 1994. The present
study intends to enquire about the changes pro-
duced in the national electoral system and their
impact on the Argentinian public system having
as turning point the changes that occurred along
the Constitutional Reform of 1994. To this aim, a
brief analysis on the foresaid changes will be pre-
sented, followed by a consideration of the legal
reforms, especially the sanction of the 26571 law
for “Democratization of Political Representation,
Transparency and Electoral Equity” in 2009, and
the way the electoral and political scenery has
changed in the last twenty years.
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
