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RESUMEN La Provincia de Santa Fe se caracteriza por la preeminencia de complejos
agroindustriales como el oleaginoso, lacteo, carnico, madera, muebles, cueros. También
las cadenas siderurgica, quimica, petroquimica, el sector automotriz y la industria del soft-
ware. Ellos presentan sus eslabones concentrados econémica y fisicamente. Sin embargo,
la heterogeneidad del territorio provincial ha permitido el desarrollo de actividades cuyas
caracteristicas se asimilan con economias extra-pampeanas, con niveles de produccién
marginales en términos relativos a otras producciones, pero de importancia para ciertas
regiones y de un impacto social vital. De ellas, en el articulo se estudiaran las cadenas
algodonera en el Norte y la arrocera en el Este provincial. Sus eslabonamientos, la impor-
tancia de su industrializacién, su aporte a la region y los obstaculos que enfrentan. Busca
evaluar los desafios de las economias regionales en Santa Fe y promover el debate sobre
la necesidad de politicas para su desarrollo y solucién de problematicas.

SUMMARY The province of Santa Fe is characterized by the precedence of agro industrial
complexes such as oily, dairy, meat, woods, furniture, leather. There are also steelwork,
chemical, petrochemical and automobile chains as well as the software industry. These
chains present their links economically and physically gathered. However, the heterogeneity
of the province’s territory has allowed the development of activities whose characteristics
are similar to extra—pampas economies, with marginal production levels in comparison to
other developments, but with great importance to certain regions and with a vital social
impact. Among them, this article will study the cotton chain in the North and the rice chain
in the East of the province respectively. Their links, the importance of their industrialization,
their contribution to the region and the obstacles that they face will be tackled. The aimis to
evaluate the challenges of the regional economies in Santa Fe and to promote the debate
for the need of policies for their development and solutions for the problems they face.
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
