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De artesanos y de artesanias
en la ensefanza de la literatura'

{Es posible pensar al profesor de literatura como un artesano que crea dispositivos
didacticos para intervenir en las practicas situadas y contextualizadas? En este trabajo
nos proponemos responder a este interrogante, a partir del analisis de tres relatos de
ensefanza de profesores de literatura que ensefian en escuelas medias de la provincia
de Neuquén que participaron de una experiencia de capacitacién propuesta desde la
Supervision de Lengua y Literatura de la ensefianza media durante el afio 2008. Nos
ocupamos de indagar cudles son las decisiones didacticas que toman los docentes,
qué estrategias de intervencién didactica proponen, qué concepciones de ensefianza
de la literatura, de literatura, de lectura y de lectores opera en sus practicas y cémo
la elaboracién de consignas o propuestas didacticas pensadas para sus practicas situa-
-das los coloca en un rol de artesanos que construyen artefactos didacticos Unicos,
singulares donde se trama la experiencia profesional, el conocimiento, los sujetos y
los contextos.
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Is it possible to view the Literature teacher as a craftsperson who creates didactic
devices to take part in situated and contextualized practices? In this article, we aim at
answering this question, starting from the analysis of three stories on teaching by Literature
teachers in middle schools in the province of Neuquén, who participated in a teaching train-
ing experience organized by the Middle School Language and Literature Supervision Area
throughout the year 2008. We have dealt with the investigation of which are the didatic
decisions taken by teachers, which didactic intervention strategies they propose, which
conceptions of the teaching of Literature, of Literature, of Reading, and of Readers, operate
in their practices, and how the elaboration of instructions or didactic proposals devised for
their situated practices put them in a role of craftspersons who build singular and unique
didactic artifacts where professional experience, knowledge and contexts are schemed.
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
