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					Resumen: El artículo pretende analizar cómo se inserta el ciclo literario troyano en la obra enciclopédica  

					de Lamberto de Saint–Omer, titulada Liber Floridus, que subsiste en el manuscrito autógrafo de la Biblio-  

					teca Universitaria de Gante, 92. En el Liber hay un capítulo especíﬁco dedicado a la Guerra de Troya, en el  

					que Lamberto copió una versión de la obra de Dares Frigio. Sin crear una nueva versión, Lamberto dota a  

					la narración de una nueva estructura, con índices al ﬁnal y otros elementos paratextuales, siguiendo así  

					un tratamiento enciclopédico de la materia, con el ﬁn de facilitar su aprendizaje. Pero la presencia de la  

					Guerra de Troya no se limita a este capítulo especíﬁco, ya que encontramos referencias a la guerra y a la  

					ciudad en otros apartados, a saber: cronologías, listas de gobernantes, capítulos geográﬁcos y mapas. El  

					Liber Floridus muestra que la caída de Troya fue asumida por la cultura intelectual cristiana como un hito  

					en la historia de la humanidad por lo que la Guerra de Troya debe ser entendida como un elemento de  

					origen pagano integrado en el discurso de la Historia de la Salvación (Historia Salutis), jugando un papel  

					clave en el mensaje escatológico de Lamberto.  
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					Abstract: e article aims to analyze how the Trojan literary cycle was inserted in the encyclopedic work  

					of Lambert of Saint–Omer, titled Liber Floridus, which survives in the autograph manuscript in the Uni-  

					versity Library of Ghent, 92. In the Liber, there is a speciﬁc chapter devoted to the Trojan War where Lam-  

					bert copied a version of Dares Phrygian’s work. Without creating a new version, Lambert gives the nar-  

					rative a whole new structure, adding indexes at the end and other paratextual elements, providing an en-  

					cyclopedic treatment of the matter to facilitate learning. However, the presence of the Trojan War is not  

					limited to this speciﬁc chapter, since we can ﬁnd references to the war and the city in other sections,  

					namely chronologies, lists of rulers, geographic chapters, and maps. e Liber Floridus shows that the fall  

					of Troy was perceived by Christian intellectual culture as a milestone in human history. erefore, the  

					Trojan War must be understood as a pagan element integrated into the discourse of the History of Salva-  

					tion (Historia Salutis), playing a key role in Lambert’s eschatological message.  

					Keywords: Trojan War, 12th Century, Lambert of Saint–Omer, Liber Floridus, Eschatology  

					e Liber Floridus is an encyclopedic work written by Lambert, canon of the Church of Notre–Dame  

					of Saint–Omer in Flanders, and completed in 1121. Elaborated following the method of compilation, the  

					Liber Floridus is organized into an extensive volume of nearly 200 chapters. ese include philosophical  

					and theological commentaries, chronicles of ancient and recent history, lives of saints, descriptions of  

					the world and of the planetary system, texts on medicine and music, as well as catalogs of plants, animals,  

					stones, and a host of other topics. erefore, it has many sources (Derolz identiﬁes almost 100) including  

					traditional encyclopedic authors such as Isidore of Seville, Macrobius, Martianus Capella, Bede and Hra-  

					banus Maurus (Derolez, 1998:197–199). In addition, the Liber is noted for its exceptional work on  
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					miniatures, which are considered true masterpieces of the art of illumination. It survives in no fewer  

					than 10 manuscripts (Derolez, 1998:185–188) including the autograph, conserved in the University Library  

					of Ghent under the signature 92. However, it has not been preserved in its entirety, as we shall later see.  

					Among the vast amount of material contained in this encyclopedia, we ﬁnd a speciﬁc chapter dedi-  

					cated to the Trojan War, chapter 190, «De excidio Troię Dares» (ﬀ. 271v–278r). In it, Lambert delivers a sum-  

					marized version of the conﬂict between Greeks and Trojans from the literary tradition of late antiquity.  

					However, the presence of Troy in the Liber is not limited to this chapter, but it appears throughout the  

					work in many forms. In this paper, I want to discuss where the city of Troy is mentioned in the Liber, to  

					better understand how and why Lambert of Saint–Omer integrated the Trojan cycle in his encyclopedia.  

					e most obvious and direct mention of the city of Troy is, of course, in the chapter dedicated to nar-  

					rating the war: chapter 190. Lambert delivers a slightly shortened version of Dares Phrygius’ work, De  

					excidio Troiae historia, dating from the late 5th or 6th century AD (Meister, 1873). It uses a version that re-  

					sembles the one in the manuscript of St. Gallen, Stiﬅsbibliothek, 197, from the 10th century, which he  

					1

					probably took from a manuscript available in the library of the abbey of Saint–Bertin (Derolez, 2021:37).  

					Rather than presenting a summary or a new and shorter version, Lambert simply leaves out some sen-  

					tences without seriously altering the narrative. A peculiarity of this chapter, however, is that Lambert  

					divided the story in 23 wars between Greeks and Trojans, designating each one with a heading. Moreover,  

					as Albert Derolez pointed out, there are two other original elements. At the end of the account, Lambert  

					includes a list of the main protagonists and the heroes that they killed, under the rubric «Quis Troiano-  

					rum, quem Grecorum de numero, occidit». is short text, more than an innovation, is an appendix proper  

					to the transmission of the work known as the «Tabula pugnatorum» (Meister, 1873:viii–ix). What is a real  

					novelty is Lambert’s alteration of the order and the copied chapters 12 and 13 at the end under the rubric  

					«Quales Castor et Pollux ceterique fuerunt». ese two chapters contain a brief characterization of the pro-  

					tagonists of the story: princes, warriors and women. Lambert’s ﬁnal original addition is a general account  

					of the war, mentioning the total duration of years and the contingents contributed by both sides. On folio  

					278r, he states:

					In this framework we can see an encyclopedic treatment of Trojan history. First, the structure shows  

					a clear pedagogical or didactic style which we can see with the subtitles all across the story, with the num-  

					bered battles marked by rubrics, making them easier to remember. is method of teaching history is  

					proper of Lambert. He uses the same method in his version of the history of the First Crusade that he  

					includes in chapter 120 of the Liber Floridus, titled «Gesta Francorum Hierusalem expugnantium» (ﬀ. 110v–  

					128r). Chapters 12 and 13, which have been reorganized, can be considered as another paratextual element  

					at the end of the story, serving as an index of proper names, much like those in modern books. e «Tabula  

					pugnatorum» can also be examined this way, as an index with the killings of each warrior. Later, the text  

					gives the total account of years and dead warriors which is considered something frequent in the histor-  

					ical chapters of the Liber, as he commonly ends with a summary of numbers and names. In this case, Lam-  

					bert calculates the total number of deaths in the war at 1,760,000 (f. 278r) and the city’s total duration from  

					2

					its foundation at 950 years. Finally, we ﬁnd another paratextual fact on folio 274v where Lambert writes  

					the Greek alphabet on the leﬅ side of the text, probably trying to help the reader understand the Latini-  

					zation of complex Greek proper names.  

					e Trojan history is not unusual in the Liber Floridus, as the great literary cycles of the time are not  

					foreign to it. Indeed, Lambert included chapters dedicated to Alexander the Great, King Arthur and King  

					Apollonius of Tyre (Derolez, 2015:187). Albert Derolez argues that the presence of the Trojan history is  

					linked to Lambert’s ideas about the Trojan origin of the Franks (Derolez, 2015:169). In this sense, chapter  

					190 is connected to chapters 169 and 170: «Genealogia Francorum regum, qui orti sunt de stirpe Paridis  

					1 is version is also related to the work on the manuscript of Madrid, Biblioteca nacional, 8831, from 12th century (Del Castillo Lebour-  

					geois, 2011).  

					2 In this part of the manuscript, the text is very fuzzy. I am following Albert Derolez’s transcription (1968:557).

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					videlicet Priami et Antenoris» (ﬀ. 234r–237v), and «Item genealogia et historia regum Francorum» (ﬀ. 238r–  

					240v), where Lambert explores with diﬀerent theories about the origins of the Franks. In one theory, he  

					explains that the Franks descended from a certain Phryga, brother of Aeneas, who, aﬅer the fall of Troy,  

					reigned in a region named Phrygia in his honor. His descendants moved to Europe and, in Pannonia,  

					where they elected Francion (or Francus) as the ﬁrst king of the Franks. Another theory proposed by Lam-  

					bert of the origin of Frankish power, links the Frankish royal lineage to Priam, king of Troy, through  

					ﬁgures such as Alexander Paris or Pharamond. Indeed, Lambert wrote on folio 1v: «Faramundus nepos Pri-  

					ami ducis Troiani Francorum regum omnium primus rex fuit» and he resumed the same idea later in chapter  

					170, chapter about the Frankish kings, the counts of Blois and the counts of Normandy.  

					Aﬅer discussing two theories of the origins of the Franks, whether they descended from Scandinavia  

					or from Troy, Lambert chooses the Trojan origin. At the end of the chapter, he provides a list of Frankish  

					kings beginning with the statement: «Regnavit Faramundus Francorum rex primus anno Dominicę incarna-  

					tionis CCCC° VII° X°». e list runs until the year 1120 AD: «Nomina regum Francorum. Priamus | Faramundus |  

					Clodio | Morovechus (…) Ludovicus iunior | Philippus. Summa regum xlv per annos DCCXXXIII, expleto anno  

					Domini M° C° XX°». We can note that Lambert doesn’t account for the enormous gap between King Priam of  

					Troy and Pharamond. Also, we can see that the list concludes with the son of Louis VI, Philippe, born in  

					1116 and died in 1131 before becoming king. Despite this, the result is the absolute dependence of the rulers  

					of the Franks on the Trojan kingship. erefore, despite speculations, the summary table at the end of  

					the chapter shows Priam himself as the ﬁrst in the line of the Frankish rulers (f. 240r).  

					e Trojan history in Lambert’s encyclopedia is also explained for other reasons. It relates to the Tro-  

					jan War as a historical and geographical milestone in ancient history, connected with Salvation History  

					(Historia salutis). As a temporal milestone, the Trojan War appears in many chronologies and chronicles  

					within the Liber Floridus, making it a recurring theme. In the accounts of world history, the city serves as  

					a key point in the profane chronology, in parallel with the biblical human history divided into six ages of  

					the world.  

					For example, in chapter 6, titled «Mundi ętates usque ad Godefridum regem», Lambert oﬀers a chronol-  

					ogy embodied in a circular diagram (f. 20v). In the third age of the world, the diagram refers to the Trojan  

					War: «Abraham, Isaac et Iacob, Ninus, Moyses, Iosue, Gedeon, Samson, Helisacar, Saul, Samuel; Troia capta  

					est; Archa capta est; Homerus. ✠ Quarta ętas continens annos dxii». Another example can be found in chap-  

					ter 21, which has no title of its own and is commonly known as the chronicle of Lambert. Between the  

					rulers of the Assyrian empire and the judges of Israel, Lambert wrote many facts about Troy:  

					Sosarinus regnavit annis xx. Tunc Abimelech et ola Israhel iudicabant. Et tunc exortum est regnum Ama-  

					zonum et tunc Priamus erat in Troia.  

					Tautanes regnavit annis XXXII. Tunc Paris Alexander Helenam rapuit et anno [ ] post x Troia subversa est  

					anno ab orbe condito I̅I̅I̅I XCII. Tunc Eneas venit in Italia.  

					Both in the diagram and the narrative form, the fall of Troy is fully integrated into Christian chro-  

					nology. Moreover, the fall of the city is used to date historical events, just as the foundation of Rome was  

					used in antiquity. is method was used by the universal chronicle of Saint Jerome, who took the chron-  

					icle of Eusebius and translated it into Latin. At the conclusion, Jerome tries to calculate the time from the  

					very beginning of the world, from the creation, mentioning the fall of Troy as a key point to calculate the  

					years up to the Emperors Valens and Valentinian (in 378 of Christian Era), arriving at a total of 1,561 years:  

					«a captivitate Troiae quo tempore Sampson apud Hebraeos erat: anni mdlxi» (Helm, 1984:250). Lambert  

					makes intensive use of this method to date diﬀerent events.  

					In his effort to establish the year of Christ’s birth, the Exodus of Moses or the foundation of Rome, on folio  

					257v, the author of the Liber Floridus uses the foundation and the fall of Troy as a chronological reference:

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					In chapter 18, titled «Chronica Ysidori de v ętatibus», the city of Troy stands alongside the great land-  

					marks of biblical history as Lambert introduces it into a more detailed account of the ages of humanity.  

					is classiﬁcation is unique to Lambert: without discarding the major biblical events that mark the six  

					ages, he establishes intermediate divisions incorporating facts from secular history. In the third age of  

					the world, on folio 32v, we see the following:  

					Tercia ętas.  

					Ab Abraham usque ad Moysen sunt anni DXLII.  

					A Moyse usque ad eversionem Troie sunt anni CCC.  

					Ab eversione Troie usque ad David sunt anni CXXX.  

					In this chronology scheme, the traditional division of the six ages remains intact, but Lambert creates  

					the inner divisions, which provides smaller segments of time, to better assimilate history, in the logic of  

					encyclopedic and didactic knowledge. While there are no profane events marking divisions in the ﬁrst  

					two ages, it is possible to see them from the third age onwards. In this age, which goes traditionally from  

					Abraham to David, the fall of Troy serves as an intermediate milestone. us, the Trojan War appears as  

					an important event with two other milestones of secular history: the foundation of Rome and the end of  

					the Roman monarchy, as a result of the revolt of Lucius Junius Brutus.  

					e examples of the fall of Troy serving as a reference to date other events are very abundant through-  

					out the Liber Floridus. ere is no doubt that the city marks the profane history of the world, in parallel  

					to the biblical chronology acquiring a place of honor in Lambert’s narrative as a key to understand the  

					history of the world.  

					What we have observed about the temporal register, can also be applied in a spatial dimension. As  

					Patrick Gautier–Dalché has analyzed, the Liber Floridus is a great repository of geographical knowledge,  

					containing numerous descriptions of the world, both in discursive and iconographic format, all of which  

					are connected to an eschatological narrative (1997:740–749). In fact, along with the lists of provinces of the  

					known world, we also ﬁnd maps and cosmographic diagrams. In this context, the city of Troy is also con-  

					ﬁgured as a major geographical landmark. It appears in several chapters describing the inhabited world  

					from the point of view of both regions and peoples. In chapter 29, called «De provinciis mundi», on folio  

					48r we can see that the province of Troy was named aﬅer King Tros, the nephew of Dardanus: «Troiana  

					provintia a Tros rege, qui nepos fuit Dardani, nominata est». And again, in chapter 30 («Gentes Asię Ęurope et  

					Africę»), we ﬁnd a list with the peoples of the earth, where the Trojans are well noticed as descendants of  

					their eponymous founder Tros, son of Erichthonius (f. 49r).  

					As for the cartographic representations, the presence of Troy presents a challenge. As we have already  

					said, they are abundant in the Liber Floridus in the form of schemes or mappae mundi, sometimes accom-  

					panying chronicles or an astronomical explanation. is is the case of a great world map, unfortunately  

					lost in the autograph manuscript of Ghent. Its best surviving reproduction is the copy preserved at Wolf-  

					enbüttel (ms HAB, Gud. Lat. 1), dating from the second half of the 12th century, and also the Paris manu-  

					script (ms BnF, lat. 8865), dating from the mid–13th century. Other manuscripts, like the copies at Leiden,  

					the Hague, Genoa and Chantilly, are later copies which depend on the Wolfenbüttel version (Heitzmann,  

					2021:77). e manuscript of Paris, on the other hand, represents a diﬀerent family.  

					In the Wolfenbüttel world map, there is no precise marking of Troy in Asia (f. 69v). But in the eastern  

					Mediterranean, there is a blurred marking that could be interpreted, at ﬁrst glance, as the island of Crete,  

					because it’s located in the sea and oﬀ the coast of Achaia. However, the creator of the Paris manuscript  

					made a diﬀerent interpretation of the original map that leads him to clearly note the toponym Troy in  

					that location (f. 62v), along with the name Phrygia, which is usually located in Anatolia on land. It is clear  

					that the presence of both names in the sea is due to the lack of space on the mainland, but it doesn’t di-  

					minish the fact that there is an explicit mention of the city of Troy in the world map, but no mention of  

					Crete. Since the original map is lost, we can only speculate. However, it is not implausible that Lambert  

					has pointed out the location of Troy. Moreover, chapter 29 states that Bithynia «extends to Phrygia, in  

					front of Troy» (f. 48r: «usque ad Frigiam contra Troiam extenditur»). On the world map of the  

					4
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					Wolfenbüttel’s Liber, the blur in the sea is located exactly in front of Phrygia, which is next to Bithynia,  

					3

					while in the Parisian map, both Troy and Phrygia are written in the sea, next to each other.  

					In any case, the heading of Wolfenbüttel’s world map is signiﬁcant: «Hormista regnorum mundi» (f.  

					69v). e term (h)ormista (sometimes written with h), is a very rare word in Latin. According to Leonid  

					Chekin, in the cartographic context, this word has the sense of exposition, so the world can be seen as a  

					stage upon which human history unfolds (Chekin, 2006:187). In Lambert’s conception of human develop-  

					ment, time and space (or history and geography) are intimately united. us, we understand the integra-  

					tion of Troy, an epic cycle of pagan origin, in the Liber Floridus as part of the Salvation History in its broad-  

					est sense, as God’s interventions in the history of the world. However, the existence of this city, from its  

					foundation to its fall, is not a biblical reference but a profane one, taken from the pagan historical and  

					literary tradition.  

					Jay Rubenstein has emphasized the importance of the cities in the Liber Floridus, particularly Jerusa-  

					lem and Babylon, which play a key role in Lambert’s eschatological message in the context of the ﬁrst cru-  

					sade (Rubenstein, 2014:272–273). In fact, the whole of human history can be understood as the transit be-  

					tween two cities: the earthly city and the city of God, in an Augustinian sense. In other words, from the  

					city of Enoch founded by Cain, which appears in chapter 31 on cities of the World («Enoch civitatem Indię,  

					Caim ﬁlius Adę condidit», f. 49v), to the Celestial Jerusalem, the only city that doesn’t change. Celestial  

					Jerusalem enjoys a magniﬁcent iconographic representation in the Liber Floridus on folio 65r. In this  

					logic, Troy and the other cities are expressions of the vicissitudes of history, that is, of the human drama.  

					Troy, both as a city and as a historical/geographical landmark, are conﬁgured as one of the central facts  

					of that same process.  

					In the Liber Floridus there is another chapter concerning cities, chapter 28, also lost in the autograph  

					manuscript and titled De quinque famosis civitatibus. However, it is present in the manuscripts of Paris (f.47r–  

					v) and Wolfenbüttel (f. 32v). This chapter is dedicated to the great cities of antiquity: the two Babylons, the  

					one in Chaldea or ancient Babylon and Babylon of Egypt or new Babylon, Ecbatana, Nineveh and Rome. In  

					this case, Troy is not one of the great cities but is not entirely absent since it is mentioned as a precursor to  

					Rome: «Roma in quarta etate mundi et ab orbe condito miliario quarto et anno quingentesimo sexto, ab eversione  

					Troie, anno quadringentesimo quartodecimo a Romulo incepta est» (Paris, BnF, lat. 8865, f. 47v).  

					To summarize, the Trojan topics appear in the Liber Floridus under many forms. First, in the narra-  

					tive form of history, whether it is the history of the Franks or ancient history, or in accounts of universal  

					history. Second, in lists of peoples, regions, kings, etc. ird, in diagrams of world history containing the  

					main events of the six ages of the world. And ﬁnally, Greek and Trojan topics can be found in paratextual  

					writings, as little facts in glossae, marginalia or indexes.  

					e use of the Trojan discourse by Lambert of Saint–Omer has diﬀerent values. e most obvious one  

					is connected to the kingship of the Franks, one of the most important monarchies of the ancient world,  

					both in epic poems that lead to the matter of Troy and in more prosaic form of histories and chronicles.  

					e idea that European kings descend from ancient royal lineages is not new, since its already evident in  

					the settlement of the Germans in the lands of the former Western Roman Empire (Coumert, 2007). How-  

					ever, by the 12th century, the time when the kingdom of Franks is passing to the kingdom of France, Lam-  

					bert feels the need to reinforce the connection of his present with the classical past in the case of both  

					France and Flanders. is was a long process that led to the construction of a monarchical ideology that  

					unites the Trojan origins with the Franks (Beaune, 1985:25–74).  

					Connected to the ideological use explained above, the fall of Troy, aﬅer the long war, served as a mile-  

					stone to determine the dates of some signiﬁcant facts of secular history. But Lambert managed to do this  

					in an integrated way with a vast concept of Historia Salutis, enriching the traditional scheme of the six  

					ages of the world. Indeed, the 12th century was a time of renewal of historiographical conceptions, among  

					these was the development of new methods to divide the past, in order to reach a better understanding of  

					it (De Toro, 2014). us, on one hand, the Trojan war was a major event of the ancient history of the world,  

					and, on the other hand, it was very important for a kingdom like France, just as the foundation of Rome  

					was to the German Empire.

					Curiously, Danielle Lecoq’s article (1987) that analyzes in detail all the toponyms of the Wolfenbüttel world map doesn’t take into  

					account of the blurred marking.  
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					Finally, the Trojans and their famous city also served as a geographical milestone. Drawing from the  

					geographic knowledge of his sources, Lambert inserts the people of Troy in the geography of the East  

					Mediterranean world, where both the people and the city allow him to prepare a universal scenario ac-  

					cording to the universal history that happens in it.  

					To conclude, Lambert of Saint–Omer’s Liber Floridus shows that Western Christian culture assumed  

					the fall of Troy, a famous event in the ancient world, as a relevant milestone in the human progression to  

					its ultimate destination, ﬁtting perfectly into the historical schemes pointing towards Christian tran-  

					scendence. It is a sample of the mutabilitas rerum, the changing condition of earthly things, a discourse  

					that found great developments in the ﬁrst half of the 12th century, as seen in the Historia de Duabus Civi-  

					tatibus (e History of the Two Cities) of Otto of Freising (c. 1112–1158). e Liber Floridus has a strong escha-  

					tological tone, and points to the consideration of the future world (Verhelst, 1988). Indeed, there are nu-  

					merous texts that reveal this direction: e Apocalypse of Pseudo–Methodius, considerations on the An-  

					tichrist, references to the prophecies of the Sibyls, among others. At the same time, the world map in the  

					Liber reveals several elements that, according to Alessandro Scaﬁ, hint the end of times: e Paradise,  

					Jerusalem and the people of Gog and Magog (2012:407–411). But the consideration of the next life begins  

					with the analysis of human history, so in this light, the Trojan War is an event of great importance and  

					worthy of being considered as a biblical narrative.  

					erefore, it’s important to reconsider the opposition between Christianity and paganism. In addi-  

					tion to the profane use of Trojan history in favor of Frankish power in Western Europe (not only the  

					French monarchy but also the ruling houses in Blois and Flanders), Lambert’s work shows an eﬀort to  

					integrate ancient pagan past into the Christian conception of history and eschatology, based on the prem-  

					ise that everything converges to fulﬁll God’s designs. e medieval encyclopedia served very well for this  

					purpose, functioning as a reﬂective device of the cosmos and history.

					e annexes presented here correspond to the transcription of selected texts referenced in the article,  

					following these criteria: a) the orthography of the manuscripts is preserved; b) punctuation marks have
